Matt has also worked as an assistant baseball coach 
at the University of Massachusetts, Springfield College 
and American International College.  He also served 
as Associate Head Coach in the Northeast Collegiate 
Baseball League and as an assistant in the Cape Cod 
League with the Chatham A’s.

Throughout his playing and coaching career, Simeone 
has had extensive experience in camp instruction in 
New England and Canada.
